Show me a Sunday school program that is vibrant    
and growing and adding new members, and I’ll show you a church that is growing not 
just numerically but spiritually as well.  So to answer the question from the title of this      
article, “Is Sunday school a thing of the past?”  I would say, “No,” Sunday school is not a   
thing of the past.  In fact, it is a thing of the future and will determine the health and              
ultimately the future direction of our congregation.

RADICAL HOSPITALITY by Michael Miller 
 

Five practices, radical hospitality, and passionate worship are new terms that we have bandied 
about at FUMC.   Some that attended the conference in Mansfield have the advantage of being 
more familiar with these concepts, but we will all be hearing more about them in the              
upcoming months. As with anything new, we all have a certain anxiety about anything that we 
don’t feel that we understand. What is Radical Hospitality? 
 

If we look at the Bible for guidance in discovering displays of hospitality, we might think of the 
Good Samaritan. Though he wasn’t in his own home, he practiced hospitality in caring for the 
injured traveler and seeing that his needs were met. First century Jewish custom often included 
opening one’s home to travelers who might otherwise be stranded and unable to find shelter for 
the night. 
 

During this season while reflecting on the birth of Jesus, we don’t normally use the term       
hospitality when thinking of the infamous innkeeper on that fateful night. When Joseph found 
the inn full of guests and the innkeeper initially unable to offer accommodations; that could  
easily have been the end of the story.  However our story progresses past the initial declaration 
“There is no room in the inn”. Our innkeeper thought further and maybe outside the proverbial 
“box” and decided to offer all he had.  Although it might not seem a fitting place for our Savior 
to be born, scriptures were fulfilled. The innkeeper went out into the cold evening air and made 
room for this special couple and their soon to be born son. If we think outside that box that   
often limits the scope of our thoughts, we might see that the innkeeper was displaying           
hospitality in his own fashion. 
 

Radical hospitality is not the name of some new faceless committee that is coming about as a 
result of some denominational edict. It may be just striving to be a little more Christ like in our 
dealings with others. It may be showing others that come to our Church that we are really happy 
to see them. It may be showing the other members of a long-standing study group that they are 
really important to each of us.  It may mean displaying random acts of kindness when one   
least expects it. Whatever radical hospitality means to you, join me in seeing how it is being 
displayed in our faith community and maybe each of us will have a chance to move “outside 
that box” and display this special hospitality to someone who needs it.
